tion during the placement process producing a mat that is compacted between 98%0%. The conventional paving machine produces a

mat that is approximately 80% compacted, then relies on the rollers to achieve the desired compaction.

As was the case with the Centre Concrete project, those present were impressed with the technology and interested in leanmurggabout
it.
